VBS Special Education Coordinator:  Mr. Dan Todd

Assisting students at the earliest age maximizes education potential.  The 2007/8 school year has 3 Kindergarten students participating so far.

PURPOSE
VBS believes in offering the best environment and resources to enhance the educational experience for every student.  While almost all students progress well, some students may need additional support to maximize their individual capabilities.  VBS in cooperation with the Elmore County Board of Education [for Elmore county residents] utilizes free* county testing, personnel and resources to encourage students to perform at their maximum potential.

 *NOTE:  VBS also has the ability to recommend a testing service of a private Christian organization, that tests for a fee.


SIMPLE 3 STEP PROCESS

STEP ONE - REFERRAL
VBS, only after the approval from the parents, can submit a referral form requesting additional services and/or support.  Once Elmore County receives the referral they will meet with VBS and the parents.  The parents are welcome to utilize the free Elmore county evaluation or a private Christian organization evaluation that costs approximately $98.

STEP TWO - EVALUATION
If proceeding to obtain an evaluation is approved by the parents, the student will be evaluated not only in the area of concern but all educational areas so the cause and not just the symptom are identified.  Once the  private or county evaluation is complete, another meeting with parent(s), an evaluator and VBS staff will convene to assess whether to proceed in creating an INDIVIDUALIZED EDUCATION PLAN (IEP).

STEP THREE - EDUCATION
If the parents chose to proceed then the IEP will be acted upon.  For Kindergarten speech support the teacher comes on-site to VBS.  If VBS can meet the IEP goals then VBS will carry out the support but if VBS does not have the capability then the parent will coordinate with the school in their Elmore county school district to receive FREE support.
